World Vision is a Christian relief and development organisation
dedicated to support initiatives and humanitarian assistance in
more than 100 countries around the world, without distinction
of religion, race, ethnicity or gender, by working in partnership
with the most vulnerable communities.
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Since 1978, World Vision follows the design and implementation of
development projects in poor urban areas of Colombia with particular
emphasis on issues affecting children, adolescents and youth. Itis
currently present in ten places in Colombia: Armenia, Barranquilla,
Bogota, Bucaramanga, Cali, Ibague, Monteria, Medellin, Santander
de Quilichao and Silvia.

In Colormbia, World Vision has a deep commitment to transforming the lives of girls,
children, adolescents and youth in vulnerable situation, as well as their families

and the communities they are part.

This commitment means to support them during their
whole education process and provide support to ensure
their access to education system, the effective exercise
of their right to a quality education throughout their stay
in the system, and the completion of their formation.

The choice of World Vision in Colombia is to facilitate the
transformation of our society, from the transformation of
each one of those who compose it. s especially here,
where education plays a key role as a tool to tackle the
rassroots poverty and inequality, in terms of universality,

equity and quality.

Since 1991, World Vision created conditions to facilitate
access to high education of young people from
marginalized communities, who had managed to

complete high schoaol,

When a person increases their level of education
increases their potential for income generation and
family, perfect your skills and knowledge and is more
likely to influence the development and improvement
of child welfare and family community. Also the
increase in the years of schooling -especially women-,
produce tangible impact on subsequent generation

These are the general lines that move the actions of
Commitment Fund, a fund that provides youth the
option of paying their tuition and living expenses in an
institution of high education at the professional, technical
or technological level

Currently 625 students are part of this fund, which live in extreme

poverty and vulnerability conditions in nine urban areas where
Woerld Vision operates. Some highlights:

L 76% of students are women (360) and 42.4% men (265)

The 82.72% of students are 18 years old (517).

68.9% of students arz enrolled in high private education institutions

and 31.04% in public high education institutions

56.32% of the students (352) are enrolled in professional careers.
Ofthe 352 students for professional careers, the 49.43% (174} is
in public universities and 178 (50.57%) In private universities
110 students are advancing technological careers.

Cfthe 110 who are in technological fields,

18 are public universities and 92 private.

180 students have chosen engineering, architecture and related studies.
l61 have chosenthe economy. aaministration ana aocouning.
Third place is occupied preferences of health sciences with 140 young.

Serendipity Scholarship |

Serendipity is an initiative that unites
the will and the association with two
visionary Australian Shemar
Wikramanayake and Timothy Burke,
for whom the future of youth is in
education and learning and academic
excellence.

The origin of Serendipity is a mixture
of fantasy in ancient Persia,
flashes of the eighteenth-century
British literature and pragmatic
definition of modernity.

It is the ability to discover by
accident or sagacity, which was
not looking.

The concept refers to a situation favoring
some purpose, in the sense of creating
an opportunity.

Currently a total of 22 young people
are active in this scholarship,
most of them in Bucaramanga.
Group, 15 were men and 7 women.
Most students are enrolled in a
private university.

These two funds together 7 students in Bogota and Monteria, these
philanthropists who support them in achieving their. Felipe Chaparro
scholarship accompanies the efforts of three students and the investment
of the other four students is conducted by Maria Consuelo Campos.

The 95.85% of students in higher education program is supported by the FOCAES.
The 4.15% of the students are supported by a combination of national and
international scholarship.

Students from the program, most of Monteria (37.69%), Bucaramanga (16.46%),

the remaining 34.15% in public higher education institutions.
